Rising Star artist, having been nominated by Concertgebouw
Amsterdam and Philharmonie du Luxembourg. The ECHO Rising Stars
programme identifies and supports exceptional emerging performers.
In January 2025, he was announced as the Young Artist of the Year

at the 2025 International Classical Music Awards. Here he presents

a programme together with Sardinian pianist Marco Sanna, that
includes a work specially commissioned for the Rising Stars series by
British composer Sally Beamish, along with Beethoven, Boulanger and
Rachmaninov.
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
