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Written in 1989 by Gyorgy Kurtag in memory of his singer friend
Stephan Stein, Grabstein flir Stephan is a short and moving elegy, a
kind of chorale centered on a few guitar notes scattered in instrumental
groups, distributed in the four corners of the room. Arguably his most
popular work, Max Bruch’s Violin Concerto No. 1 always wins approval
with its gypsy accents, thematic beauty, and brilliant orchestration.
The soloist is HIMARI, one of the youngest-ever applicants at the Curtis
Institute of Music in Philadelphia, where she studies with renowned
teacher Ida Kavafian. The final work is Mozart's Requiem in D minor,

a timeless masterpiece of exceptional spiritual scope. The Lausanne
Vocal Ensemble is joined by vocal soloists, and the orchestra is directed
by Jonathan Nott.
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
