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Yaara Tal and Andreas Groethuysen — the piano duo’s CDs have won the
coveted 'Preis der Deutschen Schallplattenkritik’ no less than ten times,
while the German Phono Academy has also awarded its ‘Echo Klassik’
prize to five of their recordings, including the complete recordings of
Schubert’s music for four hands, and the complete Mozart piano duos.

In keeping with the 2025 Festival theme of ‘Seduction’, the duo curated
a programme that harmonised beautifully with the Schwetzingen
Palace. Works by Bach were followed by heavenly-earthly pieces such
as Mozart's Fantasia in C minor, K. 475, and the ‘Sonata facile’, K. 545.
The highlight of the programme was Wagner's famous Bacchanale and
Isolde’s Liebestod, with which the concert came to an impressively
emotional close — seduction, sensual pleasure, and the longed-for
peace of mind.
