Luisa Miller is an opera in three acts composed by Giuseppe Verdi during 1849. First
performed in December of that year in Naples, Verdi’s music was set to a libretto by
Salvatore Cammarano based on the play Intrigue and Love by the German dramatist
Friedrich von Schiller. It tells the story of true love between the village girl Luisa

and the nobleman Rodolfo struggling against the crushing force of social class
prejudice, jealousy and intrigues, culminating in the tragic death of the two young

lovers, who choose self-sacrifice rather than separation.

Our recording features the superb voices of superstars — tenor Placido Domingo,
soprano Katia Ricciarelli, and baritone Renato Bruson — performing with the
Chorus and Orchestra of the Royal Opera House of Covent Garden, London,
